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     Higher risk MOI

· Violent impact to the head, neck, torso, or pelvis.

· Sudden acceleration, deceleration, or lateral bending forces to the neck or torso.

· Falls from greater than 3 feet. Elderly patients (>65) falling out of bed or from standing height.

· Ejection or fall from motorized or human powered transportation device.

· Axial load (diving).

· Un-witnessed loss of consciousness/syncope with head trauma
   Objective/Subjective Neuro Deficits
· Patient’s extremities are flaccid

· Generally:  grips, push pull, flex/extend feet, intact gross sensory in all 4 limbs

· Patient cannot move an extremity

· Numbness, tingling, pins and needles, shooting arm pain, etc.

· Decreased strength or decreased ability to move limbs

  Patient is reliable and all assessments are negative.
